Section 1617.2.2: For structures with seismic-force-resisting systems in any direction comprised solely of special moment frames, the seismic force resisting system shall be configured such that the value of  calculated in accordance with this section does not exceed 1.25 for structures assigned to Seismic Design Category D and does not exceed 1.1 for structures assigned to Seismic Design Category E or F. Exception: The calculated value of  may exceed these limits when the design story drift, , as determined in Section 1617.4.6 or 1617.5.3, does not exceed a / for any story, where a is obtained from Table 1617.3.

SUPPORTING INFORMATION (State purpose and reason, and provide substantiation to support proposed change):

Purpose: Allow an exception to the fixed limits on special moment frame configuration.

Reason: Current section 1617.2 allows  to vary between 1.0 and 1.5, except for special moment frames. For those structures, it imposes a fixed (and arbitrary) limit of 1.25, in some cases 1.1. The fixed limits were deemed necessary because special moment frames are usually controlled by stiffness requirements and would therefore not be affected by redundancy provisions that modify only the seismic load effect, E. The limits constrain design, however, and in some cases have unintended effects on the selection of a lateral force resisting system. The Proposal allows an exception to the fixed limits for special moment frames that already have drifts well below the allowable values. With the proposed exception, stiff special moment frames, which are desirable structural systems, will be allowed and will not be forbidden by arbitrary configuration requirements.

Cost Impact: No statement is made as to whether the Proposal will or will not increase the cost of construction.
